Members of the Leadership Academy gave a presentation on installing musical instrument equipment
at the playground.

They asked if it would be permissible to attach a
donor plaque. Mike made a motion to accept the proposal. Seconded by Natalie.

Minutes and expense reports were approved with a motion by Mike and second by Matt.

A discussion was held on problems with the 5* St. fields . There are issues with scheduling and also
with cost of maintaining the fields such as trash removal, bases and chalk. Also proof of insurance is
not always available. =~ Mike had done some checking with neighboring communities on how they
handle the situation. It was decided to have the leagues present at the August meeting to work out
some of these problems.
